Communion Reflection... Every morning when I
first wake up, there is a moment — an instant, really — when
my whole is still calm, peaceful. I don’t yet remember
yesterday’s worries or today’s plans. I haven’t yet evaluated
the day and its challenges, or even assessed how my body
feels. When you live with a chronic condition, especially one
that involves pain, it’s far too easy to live anticipating
suffering and preparing for difficulty. But that first breath or
two is a moment full of grace, it reminds me what it’s like to
bring no baggage into my day. It’s what I hear Jesus saying
to the Twelve when he directed them to “take nothing for the
journey.” Each morning, Jesus urges me to let go, take
nothing with me... to walk into my day counting solely on
him who is my Lord. No, it’s not easy. But it is do-able.

Sometimes we may get tired of unkept
promises and want to shout “Show me!”
Apparently, Jesus does too. That was his
message to Peter: “Show me that you love
me by feeding my lambs and tending my
sheep.” We are no different from Peter. Our response might
be: “Lord, you know that I love you. I’ve been reading these
devotions every day. I hardly ever miss worship. And I pray
before every meal—except in public.” Jesus responds, “I
don’t want to hear how great your faith is. Show me! I long
to see you faithfully feeding my little lambs with the bread
of life. I yearn to see you tending to the needs of my
vulnerable sheep. Make sure they know how much I love
them—enough to die for them. And tend to their needs with
the loving care of a good shepherd.” Good Shepherd, help
me to show my love for you and commitment to you by
feeding the faith of your lambs and tending to the needs of
your sheep.

) presence teaches a paradox about the two

7 realms of being. In the physical world the
lower form of life becomes the higher when it
is consumed. Elements are consumed by
plants; plants are consumed by animals,
animals are consumed by humans. Therefore,
the lesser becomes the greater. In the spiritual realm the
greater being, Jesus, lowers Himself to be consumed by the
lesser being, we disciples, in order that we can be raised up.
We celebrate a "tripod" of Jesus’ comprehensive presence.
First, we have the gift of His real presence in the Eucharist.
Second, He is present to us via people in the church and in
the Holy Orders of deacon, priest, and bishop. Third, He is
present to us in His Word. For this reason we stand at the
Gospel just as we would if an honored guest entered our
home. All three "legs of this tripod" are important if His
presence is to truly work in the world. Take one away — each
"leg" will continue to be real, but the "tripod" may fall over
and be unable to carry the weight it was meant to hold.
