To find happiness, we have
to pack up and leave the “Someday Island,” where we live
for the next promotion, successful diet, or financial windfall.
We need soulful happiness that says, “Right now, I’'m happy
with who I am and what I have.” Soulfully happy individuals
cherish all the people God has placed in their lives and never
take them for granted. They own their faults and mistakes,
liberating themselves from shame and guilt. There isn’t a day
they don’t count their blessings and say, “Thank you.”
