You see, these truly are special
days, days with more space for contemplation, for Bible
study, for prayer, for ministries that are perfect for our
wisdom (and aging bodies). There’s a beauty of living in the
moment: to not looking back, nor anticipating what
challenges the future might bring. Today is special and it is
good.
What is it that I need to leave behind

Thankfully, Jesus never calculated the cost of going
to the cross in order to set us free from whatever prevents us
from fully following him.
