Communion Reflection... My favourite prayers are
lamentations. More than a third of the Psalms include
lamentations, and I make good use of them. Even as “older”
children of God, we are allowed, even encouraged, to cry out
like Jesus on the cross, “Why have you forsaken me?”

Prayers of lamentation are
not a sign of doubt, but rather a sure sign of faith. Sometimes
we lament in grief, asking for God’s grace to enter our
sorrowful hearts. Often, our lamentations erupt out of anger
because we have been hurt. Yet grace helps us to forgive.
Prayers of lamentation sharpen our awareness of being in
God’s presence every moment. Let the grace of this
realization, standing with Jesus in lamentation, flow in us.
My heart is filled with gratitude, O Lord, because you hear
and answer me when I call.
